The weather was ideal for a hash run. Not cold, not hot, not wet. Nice. The hare Sesame had selected a nice parking
lot, near a fishing lake, in a quiet and beautiful area, somewhere in Tamsui. The hashers had no problem in parking
their cars/vans/jeeps/trucks and nobody had to park anxl vehicle on the roads!

‘Rear End’ had some 90 runs with Taipei/Kaoshiung Hash in and around 1959, when he used to work for RCA.

He was returning to Taipei for the first time in about four decades and contacted the hash. ‘Bamboo’ was kind enough
to pick him up from his hotel in Ta;'pei and drive him to the start of the run. | was the only one who turned up for the
run, whom he knew well. The two friends hugged each other, exchanging news and greetings. ‘Rear End’ wasted no
time, before he started exhibitilgﬁ the early hash newsletters, 1979 hash magazine (wherein he had his 5)hoto, and even
that of his wife and young maid]!), and even the first magazine Taipei hash had produced after about 100 runs, all of
which most of today’s hashers had never seen before!!

Welcome back Gene. He took a short walk around, instead of joining the hash run physically. He was very surprised
at the vast changes all around Taiwan. He did several down downs, and collected lot of free goodies from the hash,
before returning to his hotel, Ipromising to attend the next hash run.

I think Sesame was the only hare, and most of the run was not pre-marked, unlike the usual practice. The flour led
us through muddy tracks along thorny bushes, taro plants, slopes until we came to a road. We crossed this road (I
had traversed on this road earlier on my own , and had found no marks!) to the right and went down another slope.
We came to a narrow and shallow stream; we went along the side crossing the stream to and fro, half a dozen times,
Jjumping over small slippery stones and getting our shoes wet and dirty in the lf)rocess. We passed several stys and a
couple of farms. The flour led us through bush country again, along some valleys.

The hare had taken lot of pain to cut the wild taro forest area to prepare tracks passable for us in several areas.
We seemed to be going hither and thither, through the bush, in the shape of S, repeatedly, though always forward.
We could run along some of the trails and paths, though very slippery. On this run, we did not go up on any hills
or mountains, which was the only thing we did during the last two weeks’ runs! We ran down a black top road to
the finish, which really gave us the maximum momentum of the run. The run was well recceed and well marked.
Congratulations Sesame.

It took me about 90 minutes to do the run, the front runners must have done it under one hour. This is the type of
runs we need on all our future runs.

The down-downs were too many to describe here. ‘Rare End’ was called to do his share of it. Our down-
downs require no rhyme or reason. | too was called for it a couple of times!!
