The location of last week's run was in Nankang, about fifteen minute's drive from the Academia Sinica. It was close to the nice looking

He said he misses Taipei Hash very much even though he occasionally runs with the Free China and other hashes
in China, and enjoyed being with us for the jolly good run, down-downs and the nice bash!

The down-downs were too many to enumerate. The boisterous bash in a restaurant in Shiding that we occasionally go to, was enjoyed by more
than fifty hashers!
