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The Taipei Hash was founded just over 34 years ago. Last Saturday, we celebrated our 1800th run in spectacular style. Around 350 hashers/
harriettes and guests (not only from Taiwan's Hash chapters, but also about a dozen guests from Malaysia) proudly participated in the run and
festivities that followed. This is a day that will be recorded in golden scripts in the annals of Taipei Hash history. I take this opportunity to
congratulate the hares "Simpson" and "Volcano" for providing an excellent run, as well as our G.M. "Life U.K." and other committee members
who left no stones unturned to organize the entire show.

Several buses loaded with the participants left the Yuan Shan Soccer Stadium promptly at 11 a.m. During the ride, the hash newsletter,
memorial patch, 1800th run special T-shirt and magazine, and box lunch and water were distributed to everyone. The run site was beside the
beautiful and spectacular Mingte Lake in Miaoli County, a very popular tourist resort. We reached there just before 1 p.m., after a long ride.

The weather was cloudy, but warm and humid. We were told that the long run would take over two hours and the short run just around 90
minutes for most of us. We set off almost immediately as the runs were already pre-marked. Most of the trail was along the mid levels of various
mountains, with trees and shrubs on both sides of the path. There were very few dangerous ascends and descends during the whole run. The
trails were very well marked. Hare "Simpson" waited at the check on a tarmac road, directing most of the runners to take the S run, going down
to the left, and directing others to go right for the L run.

S run took them down to the valley where buses were waiting to take them for a 20-30 minute ride to the finish. The L run continued along
further mountain trails, crossing several hills and valleys, at some places very slippery. After crossing a river and another hill, we came down
concrete steps to a huge temple complex. A sign indicated that the finish was about 1800 m away. But it seemed to be at least 3 km of road run,
all around a very nice, scenic lake, past two suspension bridges to the finish. It took this scribe just about three hours to finish in spite of jogging
where ever possible, when not tired! The general comment was that the whole trail was quite nice and scenic. Well done, hares!

There were lots of prizes for lucky dip
winners. Hashers from various clubs did their obligatory down-down's too, especially the eight hashers from Kulai, Malaysia Hash. Soon
afterwards, the bash and entertainment followed. The food was mediocre but everybody enjoyed the stage show and the three naked dancing
girls going around to each and every table, showing off their wares!

The Grand Master made sure that all the buses departed for Taipei and other destinations promptly at 8 pm. We got back to Yuan Shan MRT
