This time around, we celebrated THHH s birthday with enthusiasm. We had a huge cheese cake, and the only living founder member
Slobbo?to cut the cake . It was gobbled by the ever hungry hashers present, in no time whatsoever! ( the late finishers of the run had no such
luck).  Guru? the only hasher who ran with THHH during all those 32 years, volunteered for a down down for that heinous crime!! But,
surprisingly, even though it was the last run before the Chinese New Year on 9th Feb, the G.M. forgot about firecrackers!

The hare, Mark Dump and Run?Dolan , is forgiven for not having remembered about it too, even though he is married to a Taiwanese!
He exonerated himself setting one of the finest, scenic runs through orange, arecanut, banana, taro, bamboo and pomelo
farms/plantations/groves.
